	Summary of Responsibilities: The Kinder Foundation Education Center (KFEC) is the education department’s hub for all interpretive resources and materials. Serving as the main source of information on the museum’s collection for the public, the KFEC has three principal audiences: educators, professors, and museum visitors. Current primary Kinder Foundation Education Center activities include: a lending library, space for exhibitions of student art, and a repository for MFAH-produced materials and resources.

The KFEC is an innovative and dynamic part of the MFAH’s education department that is transitioning into a significant interpretive and educational component of the institution. As such, the MFAH seeks a creative and motivated educator who will work with senior education staff to implement a long term plan for the KFEC that builds on the existing momentum of the department and broadens the scope and significance of the Center itself.

Responsibilities:
Implement a long range plan that broadens and deepens the scope of the KFEC and positions it as a central component of the education department. The long range plan includes:

· Transitioning a traditional lending library for educators to a service more suitable for the 21st century 

· Working with education department senior staff, implement a program of printed and online interpretive materials on the museum’s collections and exhibitions

· Expand the museum’s elementary-level curriculum, Learning Through Art at the MFAH to middle and high school grades

· Assess and expand Teaching with Art, an on-line resource focusing on the MFAH collection

· Continue the education department’s publication program by building on existing materials such as A Wreath, a Tree, and Me, a poetry book for children and Looking at Art: An Art History Survey at the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston, a text for university students

· Research and write new materials on the museum’s collections that position the MFAH as a leader in the teaching and learning of art

· Adapting existing resources so they are available and appropriate for a broader audience

· Developing an outreach component to the KFEC that increases and broadens the Center’s audience 
· Working closely with museum departments and community constituents, raise the profile of the KFEC through the development of promotional materials and presentations 

· Manages the current lending library service of the Kinder Foundation Education Center

· Builds, assesses and maintains the Center’s collection of resources, including materials purchased from outside sources and those developed by the MFAH

· Oversees management of resource collection, patron database, and all lending activities; maintains all records, including budgets, statistics and reports

· Manages Learning Through Art at the MFAH (LTA, MFAH), an elementary-level curriculum that uses art from the museum’s collection to teach art, social studies, language arts, science, and math 

· Plans and implements LTA, MFAH workshops for educators 

· Works with school districts to schedule and plan workshops

· Supervises work of contract teachers who lead workshops 

Administration:

· As part of department’s senior management team, participates in internal planning and strategizing meetings 

· Shares knowledge with staff on art and education; leads select staff meetings 

· Oversees budget, statistics, grant prososals and reports for KFEC
